All information provided should be made available in two versions: one marked ‘Limited’[footnoteRef:4] that includes information which you consider confidential and another marked ‘For inspection by interested parties’ which is a meaningful non-confidential summary of the above-mentioned Limited document. Should the latter version not be provided, the Commission may have to disregard the information provided in the Limited version. If a party claims confidential treatment of certain information, such treatment should be requested and the request should contain a justification. [4: 	Any information which is provided on a confidential basis by parties to an investigation will not be disclosed without specific permission of the party submitting it.] 

Please note that the Commission services may carry out remote cross-checks (‘RCCs’) to examine the records of your company in order to cross-check the information provided in the response to this questionnaire.
