COMMUNIQUE ON PREVENTION OF UNRIGHTED COMPETITION IN IMPORT
(COMMUNIQUE NO: 2020/13)
Purpose and scope
ARTICLE 1 - (1) The purpose of this Communiqué is the domestic producer Marcegaglia TR Stainless Steel Industry and Trade Inc. According to the application made by the "Socialist Republic of Vietnam" 7306.40.20.90.00 and 7306.40.80.90.00 under the customs tariff statistic positions, "Others" and "Stainless steel" products under the customs tariff statistic position. dumping investigation and determining the procedures and principles of the investigation.
Rest
ARTICLE 2 - (1) This Communiqué, the Law on the Prevention of Unfair Competition in Imports dated 14/6/1989 and numbered 3577, Decision on the Prevention of Unfair Competition in Imports and 30, which was enforced by the Decree of the Council of Ministers dated 20/10/1999 and numbered 30/30. It has been prepared on the basis of the Regulation on the Prevention of Unfair Competition in Imports published in the Official Gazette No. 23861/10/1999.

ARTICLE 3 - (1) In this Communiqué;

Product subject to investigation
ARTICLE 4 - (1) The product subject to the investigation is “Others” under the GTIP of 7306.40.20.90.00 and 7306.40.80.90.00, and “Stainless steel” under the GTIP of 7306.61.10.00.00. 
(2) The said GTIPs are provided for informational purposes only and are not binding.
(3) Changes to be made in the tariff position of the product in TGTC and / or the definition of goods do not prevent the implementation of the provisions of this Communiqué.
Representation quality of the application
ARTICLE 5 - (1) Among the evidences presented at the application stage, it is understood that the domestic producer Marcegaglia TR Stainless Steel Industry and Trade Inc., which is understood to have the quality of representing the domestic production branch within the frame of article 18 of the Regulation. It has been understood that the application made by the company was made on behalf of the local branch of production in accordance with Article 20 of the Regulation. In this context, the company in question will be referred to as the “local production branch” in the relevant sections of this Communiqué.
Dumping claim
ARTICLE 6 - (1) In determining the normal value, the valid domestic market prices in Vietnam could not be reached and the established normal value was used. In this context, normal value for the product concerned in general similar to the commodity unit cost of manufacture of 2019 in Turkey, administrative and finance expenses, selling expenses and was created by adding a reasonable profit and has accepted that the said value of the ex-factory stage is in.
(2) In order to determine the export value, using the TURKSTAT data for 2019, the average export price of the product under investigation from Vietnam was taken into consideration. It is accepted that the mentioned value is at the ex-factory stage by deducting the external freight and insurance costs from the said export price.
(3) Those issue price to Turkey normal value determined as described in the same commercial stage as far as possible, i.e., ex step has been compared in Vietnamese origin products because it is calculated Regulation of dumping margin Article 28 of the mentioned above ratio is negligible has been identified.
Material damage / material damage threat and causality claim
ARTICLE 7 - (1) Claims of property damage / property damage threat have been examined within the scope of article 17 of the Regulation.
(2) Imports of products originating from the investigation of Vietnam have decreased in absolute terms in 2017-2019 period, but have increased relatively.
(3) It was determined that the unit prices of the imports from the country under investigation in 2017-2019 broke and suppressed the prices of the domestic production branch.
(4) In the evaluation made by using the information, documents and evidences presented by the local production branch regarding the damage; It was evaluated that production, capacity utilization rate, domestic and international unit sales prices decreased in 2019 compared to 2017, domestic sales amount and employment decreased in 2017-2019, domestic production branch suffered from domestic sales.
(5) It is understood that Vietnam has an important position in the global market in terms of the product subject to investigation in terms of production capacity and export capability.
(6) In the light of the evidences made on the basis of the evidence and official statistics regarding the import at the application stage, it is evaluated that the import originating from Vietnam, which is alleged to be dumped, causes the threat of material damage / material damage in the economic indicators of the domestic production branch.
Decisions and procedures
ARTICLE 8 - (1) As a result of the examination, it was understood that there was sufficient information, documents and evidence to open a dumping investigation, and a dumping investigation was opened within the framework of Article 20 of the Regulation for the product subject to the Vietnam-based investigation with the decision of the Evaluation Committee on Unfair Competition in Imports.
Market economy assessment
ARTICLE 9 - (1) In the event that producers or producers subject to investigation in Vietnam prove that the market economy conditions are valid within the periods specified in Article 12, in the production and sale of the product subject to the investigation, Article 5 of the Regulation shall be applied in the determination of the normal value, otherwise the provisions of the Article 7 of the Regulation. Article 7 of the Directive if the application of the provisions of the name as a precedent for countries implementing market economy is expected to be elected the country Turkey.
Notification of the investigation opening to interested parties
ARTICLE 10 - (1) In accordance with Article 23 of the Regulation, subject of the inquiry commodity exporters, foreign manufacturers, importers, members of the majority of professional organizations formed by them, the exporting country's government, similar goods manufacturers in Turkey, the majority members of the profession composed of similar goods manufacturer in Turkey organizations are considered as interested parties. However, those who inform themselves to the competent authority by answering the questionnaires or submitting their opinions within the periods specified in Article 12 are considered as the relevant party in the investigation.
(2) Following the opening of the investigation, the notification of the opening of the investigation is made to the known producers / exporters residing in the country of the investigation, to the known importers of the product subject to the investigation specified in the application with the Embassy of the country in Ankara in Ankara.
(3) The notification includes information on the investigation opening notification, the non-confidential summary of the application and access to questionnaires.
(4) Other interested parties, whose notifications could not be sent or notified, "Trade Policy Defense Tools", "Dumping and Subsidy", respectively, from the Ministry 's web site " https://www.ticaret.gov.tr/ithalat ", You can access the related heading of the investigation by following the "Investigations" tabs.
The competent authority must submit the views and responses of the interested parties.

(3) In the investigation, "firms, institutions and organizations residing abroad" send their answers to the questionnaires and their official opinions in physical and electronic (CD / USB) media to the postal address of the Ministry.
 (4) Written and oral communication regarding the investigation is in Turkish. Except for the answers to the questionnaire, no information, documents, opinions and requests submitted in a language other than Turkish are considered.
(5) Answers given to the questionnaire by the related parties, other information, documents, opinions and supporting evidence presented about the investigation are presented in writing unless otherwise stated. In written presentations, the names and titles of the relevant parties, address information, e-mail address, telephone and fax numbers are specified. "Resident companies in Turkey institutions and organizations who want to be related parties of" their own address in written submissions by PEP is indicated.
(6) Apart from the information requested in the questionnaire, the relevant parties may submit other information, documents and opinions, which are considered to be related to the investigation, to the General Directorate in writing within the period specified in the second paragraph of Article 12.
(7) During the investigation, a non-confidential summary of any information, document and opinion provided in the framework of the second paragraph of Article 22 of the Regulation, provided with confidentiality shall be provided. The non-confidential summary is detailed enough to allow reasonable understanding of essential information. Interested parties may state that in exceptional cases this information is of a nature that cannot be summarized. In such exceptional cases, the reasons why the information may not be summarized should be stated.
Deadlines
ARTICLE 12 - (1) The time for answering the questionnaire for all interested parties to whom the notification specified in the second paragraph of Article 10 has been sent, is 37 days from the date of notification of the opening of the investigation, including the postal period.
(2) The parties to whom the notification in the fourth paragraph of Article 10 could not be sent, shall provide their responses to the questionnaire and their views on the investigation within 37 days starting from the publication date of this Communiqué.
(3) Other domestic and foreign parties, who claim that they may be affected by the outcome of the investigation and are not included in the first paragraph of Article 10, may present their opinions within the investigation process in a way that does not affect the flow of the investigation as of the publication of this Communiqué.
Lack of cooperation
ARTICLE 13 - (1) In the event that one of the concerned parties fails to provide the necessary information and documents within the given time and in the desired form within the framework of the Regulation, it is understood that it prevents the investigation or gives false or misleading information. it is considered not to cooperate. In such cases, temporary or final determinations within the scope of the investigation can be made either positively or negatively, based on the available data.
(2) In case the related parties do not cooperate or partially cooperate, the outcome of the investigation may be less advantageous for that party than the cooperation.
The start date of the investigation
ARTICLE 14 - (1) The investigation is deemed to have started on the date of publication of this Communiqué.
Force
ARTICLE 15 - (1) This Communiqué enters into force on the date of publication.
