On behalf of Steel Dynamics, Inc. (“SDI’’), Nucor Corporation (“Nucor”), United States
Steel Corporation (“U. S. Steel”), Wheeling-Nippon Steel, Inc. (“Wheeling-Nippon™), and the
United Steel, Paper and Forestry, Rubber, Manufacturing, Energy, Allied Industrial and Service
Workers International Union, AFL-CIO, CLC (the “USW?) (collectively “Petitioners”), we

hereby submit to the U.S. Department of Commerce (“Commerce”) and the U.S. International

Trade Commission (the “Commission”) petitions for the imposition of antidumping (“AD”) and
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countervailing duties (“CVD”) on certain corrosion-resistant steel products (“CORE”’) imported
from Australia, Brazil, Canada, Mexico, the Netherlands, South Africa, Taiwan, Turkey, the
United Arab Emirates (the “UAE”), and the Socialist Republic of Vietnam (“Vietnam”) pursuant
to sections 701, 702(b), 731, and 732(b) of the Tariff Act of 1930, as amended (19 U.S.C. §§
1671, 1671a(b), 1673, and 1673a(b)).! SDI, Nucor, U. S. Steel, and Wheeling-Nippon are
domestic producers of CORE, and are thus domestic interested parties within the meaning of 19
U.S.C. § 1677(9)(C) and 19 C.F.R. § 351.102(b)(17). The USW is a recognized union
representing workers in CORE production facilities in the United States, and is this a domestic
interested party within the meaning of 19 U.S.C. § 1677(9)(D) and 19 C.F.R. § 351.102(b)(17).

Pursuant to Commerce’s regulations codified at 19 C.F.R. § 351.202(c), we hereby
certify that the petitions are being filed simultaneously today with the Commission.
